Muscliff Park 
will begin in 2010. 

4. Car park. To ensure that the gate is locked every 
evening by either Parks, Community centre or the 
Shack. The lock for the gate is missing. Lawrence 
replaced it but it disappeared again. Lawrence to 
replace again and issues keys to all parties. 

5. Parking. There are issues with parking around 
Bradford Road and around the school during 
dropping off and collection time. Parents are 
parking dangerously on the corner of Bradford Road.
