Community Cars is a voluntary car scheme which helps 

the elderly and those living in the Bournemouth area 

who are unable to use public transport, but s�ll need to 

make essen�al journeys. Volunteer drivers, using their 

own cars, offer a door to door service for members to 

help them access much needed services. 

 

These can include visits to the GP, den�st, luncheon 

clubs and friendship groups, even the Hairdresser.  At 

Community Cars we understand how difficult life can 

become once people are unable to drive themselves, or 

use public transport.  

 

We have a team of volunteer drivers who use their own 

cars and can help you with your everyday needs. There is 

a joint BAT Bus/Community Cars annual membership of 

£6.00 and mileage is charged at 55p per mile (minimum 

charge £4), this is calculated from the driver’s home. We 

try and match you with a driver who lives close to you.  

 

Many of the Community Car clients who use this scheme 

do so because they can use the same driver and know 

that they have all been personally ve1ed by Sedcat; they 

are also all CRB checked.

What is the BAT Bus? 
The BAT Bus is a purpose built minibus with a li>/ramp 

and accessible steps. As well as seated passengers, it can 

also accommodate a number of manual/powered   

wheelchair users. Our friendly and helpful drivers assist 

you from door to door.  

Who can use the BAT Bus? 

The service is for Bournemouth residents (postcode   

areas BH1—BH11 inclusive) who are either elderly or 

have difficulty coping with  public  transport. Carers, 

guide and assistance dogs can travel on the BAT Bus. 

Where can I go? 
Bus 1 : Sovereign Centre Boscombe (Shopmobility) 

 ASDA, St Paul’s Road 

Bus 2  : Castlepoint Shopping Centre (Shopmobility) 

 Top Mall, drop off M & S 

 TESCO, Riverside Avenue, Castle Lane 

How much will it cost? 
An annual membership fee of £6 will register you with 

the scheme. Each morning shopping trip costs £5 return. 

A>ernoon ou�ngs cost £5 and full day ou�ngs cost £8. 

Where do the ou4ngs go? 
Ou�ngs operate every Wednesday a>ernoon and        

alterna�ve Saturdays (all day). The list is varied and   

includes trips into the New Forest, garden centres and 

markets. Mystery trips are also run. 

What do I do now? 
You must first register as a member of the scheme by 

comple�ng the membership applica�on form (see      

following page) and return it with your remi1ance for £6 

to the address on the back of this  leaflet .
